The Idaho Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) is issuing Permit to Construct (PTC)
No. P-2007.0068 to HK Contractors, Inc., in accordance with IDAPA 58.01.01.200 through 228 (Rules for
the Control of Air Pollution in Idaho).

This permit is based on your permit application received on April 23, 2007. This permit is effective
immediately and replaces PTC No. P-060523, issued on December 5, 2006, the terms and conditions of
which no longer apply. This permit does not release HK Contractors, Inc. from compliance with all other
applicable federal, state, or local laws, regulations, permits, or ordinances.

In order to fully understand the compliance requirements of this permit, DEQ highly recommends that you
schedule a meeting with Aaron Swift or Ed Jolly, Air Quality Analysts, at (208) 528-2650 to review and
discuss the terms and conditions of this permit.

1. PERMIT TO CONSTRUCT SCOPE

Purpose

1.1 This modified permit to construct (PTC) allows H-K Contractors, Inc., to replace their drum dryer, to
use alternative drum dryer fuels, and decrease their annual throughput of the facility when using used oil
or distillate fuel.

1.2 Those permit conditions that have been modified or revised by this permitting action are identified by a
date citation located directly under the permit condition and on the right hand margin.

1.3 This PTC replaces PTC No. P-060523, issued on December 5, 2006, the terms and conditions of which
shall no longer apply.

HOT MIX ASPHALT PLANT

Process Description

The facility is a portable, hot-mix asphalt plant. Stockpiled aggregate is transferred to feed bins, then
conveyed to the drum mix dryer. Heated asphalt oil from a storage tank is then introduced to the middle
of the drum unit, and mixed with the aggregate. The resulting asphalt product is stored and later loaded
into trucks and hauled offsite.

Power to operate the facility is supplied from the local utility company.

Emissions Control Description

o Particulate matter (PM) emissions from the hot-mix asphalt drum dryer are controlled by a wet
venturi scrubber.

The permittee shall not allow, suffer, cause, or permit the emission of odorous gases, liquids, or solids
into the atmosphere in such quantities as to cause air pollution.

All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent particulate matter (PM) from becoming airborne in
accordance with IDAPA 58.01.01.650-651. In determining what is reasonable, consideration will be
given to factors such as the proximity of dust-emitting operations to human habitations and/or activities
and atmospheric conditions that might affect the movement of PM. Some of the reasonable precautions
include, but are not limited to, the following:

o The O&M manual shall list the manufacturer’s recommended pressure drop operating range and
scrubbing media flow rate range for effective particulate matter emissions control for the wet
venturi scrubber.

e The O&M manual shall include an inspection checklist which lists the scrubber components that
will be inspected when the wet venture scrubber is taken out of operation and physically inspected
(e.g., condition of water spray nozzles, condition of seals, scrubbing media flow meter, etc.).

o The O&M manual shall include the frequency that the physical inspections are to occur.

o The O&M manual shall include a record of the results of each inspection and any corrective action
taken in response to the results of the inspection.

Wet Venturi Scrubber Pressure Drop

The pressure drop across the wet venturi scrubber shall be maintained within manufacturer and O&M
manual specifications.

Wet Venturi Scrubber Operation

The wet venturi scrubber shall be operated at all times during the operation of the drum dryer.

Collocation Requirements

Collocation and operation with any other permanently located or portable HMA plant is prohibited.

Collocation with any other types of equipment (e.g. rock crushers, concrete batch plants) is prohibited
unless the other equipment is specifically permitted to allow collocation.

The permittee shall conduct a monthly facility-wide inspection of potential sources of fugitive emissions
during daylight hours and under normal operating conditions to ensure that the methods used to
reasonably control fugitive emissions are effective. If fugitive emissions are not being reasonably
controlled, the permittee shall take corrective action as expeditiously as practicable. The permittee shall
maintain records of the results of each fugitive emissions inspection. The records shall include, at a
minimum, the date of each fugitive emissions inspection and a description of the following: the
permittee’s assessment of the conditions existing at the time fugitive emissions were present (if
observed), any corrective action taken in response to the fugitive emissions, and the date the corrective
action was taken. The monthly inspection is not required when the facility is not in operation.
Records of each facility-wide fugitive emissions inspection shall remain on site for the most recent five-
year period and shall be made available to DEQ representatives upon request.

If performance testing (air emissions source test) is required by this permit, the permittee shall provide
notice of intent to test to DEQ at least 15 days prior to the scheduled test date or shorter time period as
approved by DEQ. DEQ may, at its option, have an observer present at any emissions tests conducted

on a source. DEQ requests that such testing not be performed on weekends or state holidays.

All performance testing shall be conducted in accordance with the procedures in IDAPA 58.01.01.157.
Without prior DEQ approval, any alternative testing is conducted solely at the permittee’s risk. If the
permittee fails to obtain prior written approval by DEQ for any testing deviations, DEQ may determine
that the testing does not satisfy the testing requirements. Therefore, at least 30 days prior to conducting
any performance test, the permittee is encouraged to submit a performance test protocol to DEQ for
approval. The written protocol shall include a description of the test method(s) to be used, an
explanation of any or unusual circumstances regarding the proposed test, and the proposed test schedule
for conducting and reporting the test.

Within 30 days following the date in which a performance test required by this permit is concluded, the
permittee shall submit to DEQ a performance test report. The written report shall include a description
of the process, identification of the test method(s) used, equipment used, all process operating data
collected during the test period, and test results, as well as raw test data and associated documentation,
including any approved test protocol.
