Toxicity value

The EPA 2015 final updated criteria are based on a revised SF of 0.0045 (mg/kg-day)™
derived by the Office of Water (EPA 2005). The previous SF was the value currently in
IRIS (0.0079 (mg/kg-day)™. The 2005 OW assessment evaluated the same principal
study considered in the IRIS assessment (NTP 1989), but applied more current
guidance and modeling approaches. DEQ used the revised SF of 0.0045 (mg/kg-day)™
to calculate the 2015 criteria.

RSC
An RSC value was not used, because the criteria are based on cancer risk.
BAF

A trophic level-weighted BAF of 7.1 was derived from the BAF values used in the EPA
2015 final updated criteria. The EPA (2015) BAF values are different from the BAF
values in EPA (2014).

Previously, the 2006 Idaho criteria for bromoform, were derived using a BCF of 3.75.
