WSV Airshed Logging Debris Project
Participant Support Cost Agreement
This agreement is made between the Entity’s Name and the Idaho Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ).
Authority:
In January of 2016, DEQ received a federal award from the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) under CFDA 66.202 for the implementation of the West Silver Valley Targeted Airshed Project (Agreement #: EM-01J11801).  This agreement is funded under this federal award as an approved participant support cost.

General Purpose:
The purpose of this agreement is to reduce the amount of PM2.5 emissions from burning logging debris within the West Silver Valley PM2.5 nonattainment area (WSV NAA).  Specifically, DEQ will provide limited financial assistance through a voucher reimbursement system for load delivery of logging debris that would otherwise be open burned within the WSV NAA.

Eligibility Requirements
Eligible participants must have:
A valid federal Tax ID #
Ability to produce tare slips from a certified scale.  All scales must have been inspected by the Idaho State Department of Agriculture Bureau of Weights and Measures within the past year and the calibration results kept on file available to DEQ, upon request. 
A functioning facility as defined by the ability to produce a large amount of Qualifying Marketable Woody Product (defined below).  The facility must:
Be located on leased or owned property
Have the capacity to process up to 3,326 tons of logging debris. by October 31, 2020 
Have reasonable proximity to the West Silver Valley PM2.5 nonattainment area  (see Figure 1)

Have an area(s) large enough to stockpile sufficient raw logging debris to support the business for 6 months of normal activity; 
Site, equipment and personnel sufficient to turn logging debris into a Qualifying Marketable Woody Product(s) in accordance with the limitations listed in Section IV of this agreement.

Scope of Work / Description of Activities
DEQ agrees to provide reimbursement in the exact amount paid for logging debris per ton up to $35/ton. Entity’s Name may pay more than $35 per ton for logging debris, but DEQ will not reimburse for more than $35 per ton. Proof of price per ton per load will be required for reimbursement. A total of $35,000 is available to be paid to Entity’s Name for the purchase of logging debris derived from the WSV NAA.  More funds may be requested from DEQ when the original $35,000 is dispensed. See section V, Terms of Agreement.

In order to be eligible for financial reimbursement under this agreement, all logging debris collected must meet the following conditions:
Must be logged within the WSV NAA;
· Entity’s Name must collect information from the debris provider as to location of origin of the debris including the IDL Compliance Notification Number or equivalent. Also must include legal description (Township, Range, Quarter-Quarter), and/or Latitude-Longitude Coordinates, if applicable.  This information must be included as part of the request for reimbursement (see Section V of this agreement).
Must consist of logging debris that would otherwise have been open burned within the WSV NAA.
· Entity’s Name may define their own parameters for the size and/or quality of the logging debris they accept. 
All logging debris must be processed into one of the following Qualifying Marketable Woody Products in compliance with the associated conditions of each product: 
Kiln-Dried Firewood
Definition: Kiln-Dried Firewood is less than 20% moisture measured by the dry weight method.  Typically this is done to produce firewood for sale to be used in outdoor campfires. To be legal for transport the USDA requires the internal temperature of the wood to be 160 degrees Fahrenheit for 75 minutes.  
Conditions: Final product must be at or below 20% moisture.
Landscaping Materials
Definition: Landscape materials can take many forms such as, but not limited to playground surfacing, mulch for landscaping beds, decorative bark, or compost made with bio-waste or standard composting ingredients. 
Conditions: Any final landscaping products must be tested to ensure they meet the Institutional Control Program (ICP) Bunker Hill Superfund site requirements for lead, arsenic and cadmium regardless of the final destination of the product.  
IDAPA 41.01.01.512.02.e. - APPLICATION OF REGULATIONS; INSTITUTIONAL CONTROLS ADMINISTRATIVE AREA Barriers; Construction and Maintenance Required states in part… 
Barrier material shall contain less than one hundred (100) ppm lead, thirty five (35) ppm arsenic and five (5) ppm cadmium based on average.
No single sample shall exceed one hundred fifty (150) ppm lead or forty five (45) ppm arsenic. (3-27-07)
Test results need to be kept on file and will be made available to DEQ upon request.
Logging debris that contains large amounts of soil from within the NAA shall be considered suspect and all efforts made to remove the soil from the debris before chipping.  
ICP Permit compliance must be followed in order to store materials in a remediated area with a suitable barrier.  
IDAPA 41.01.01.512.03.b - APPLICATION OF REGULATIONS; INSTITUTIONAL CONTROLS ADMINISTRATIVE AREA ICP Permits Required, states: A permit is required for a project which changes the use of a property containing Contaminants. A new Barrier or additional or more substantial Barrier may be required unless waived by the PHD. (3-27-07)
Other marketable products, if pre-approved in writing by DEQ
Definition: as set-forth by DEQ in written pre-approval document; business owners with other ideas for marketable products that are not listed specifically above are encouraged to contact DEQ for consideration.
Conditions: as set-forth by DEQ in written pre-approval document Depending on the use, additional specific conditions may be imposed to keep the final product clean and marketable.
· Logging debris waste used as fuel in boilers during processing is allowed.  Open burning of waste under this agreement by the participating entity is not allowed. 

Eligible participants must comply with all terms and conditions of this agreement, and adhere to all applicable federal, state, and local laws. Participants will allow DEQ representatives to inspect their facility to determine compliance with PSC requirements.

Term of Agreement
This agreement will be effective upon signature by both parties until October 31, 2020, or until the $35,000 maximum amount has been reached, whichever is first.  If Entity’s Name reaches the maximum reimbursement and remaining funds exist for the project, Entity’s Name may apply to DEQ for additional funding by contacting the Targeted Airshed Project Coordinator and requesting an increase in writing. Increase requests must be awarded in writing by DEQ, by way of an official amendment to this agreement. No invoices submitted in excess of the allotted amount of either the original $35,000 or any approved increase amendment amount will be paid. This agreement and any amendments will not extend beyond the expiration date stated for any reason.
Billing Procedures
Amount:
DEQ shall reimburse Entity’s Name up to $35/ton for costs related to the purchase of logging debris (up to, but not to exceed $35,000), as detailed in section IV of this agreement.
Source Documentation and Requests:
Entity’s Name must submit requests for reimbursement no more than weekly to DEQ following its receipt and payment for logging debris. Requests for reimbursement must include:
Invoice, including:
Date of purchase of logging debris by load
“Paid in Full” designation
Total dollar amount paid to each logging debris provider
Total tons of debris purchased on this voucher
Cost of purchase per ton to each logging debris provider
Name of each logging debris provider
Description of debris origin location within the WSV PM2.5 nonattainment area, including:
IDL Compliance Notification Number; and
Latitude/Longitude Coordinates or Township, Range, Section, Quarter-Quarter Section
Invoice Cover (provided by DEQ)
Copies of scale tare/weight slip(s) from a certified scale documenting net weight for logging debris by load received and noting logging debris provider
Submission of Requests:

Indemnification
Entity’s Name shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the DEQ from any and all liability, claims, damages, costs, expenses, and actions, including reasonable attorney fees, caused by or that arise from the negligent or wrongful acts or omissions of Entity’s Name, its employees, agents, or subcontractors under this agreement that cause death or injury or damage to property or arising out of a failure to comply with any state or federal statute, law, regulation or act. Entity’s Name shall have no indemnification liability under this section for death, injury, or damage arising solely out of the negligence or misconduct of the DEQ.

This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties.
