Dear Mr. Collingham:

On June 20, 2000, the ldaho Department of Heaith and Welfare, Division of Environmental Quaiity {DEQ) received a request o revoke
PTCHTITQU258 and fransfer Operating Permit (OP) #777-00122. On July 7, 2000, DEQ received letters from the two previous owners
of the hot-mix asphalt plant estabiishing a chain-of-custody from Rock Contractors incamporated to Capital Paving Company. On July
18, 2000, DEQ received a signed staternent fom you establishing your intent to comply with the lerms of the permit as issued to Rock
Contractors incorporated. On July 19, 2000, the application was determined complete. Based on review of the application and ail
applicable state and federal ruies and requiations, DEQ finds that this project meets the provisions of IDAPA 58.01.01.200 (Rules for
the Control of Air Pollution in idaho). Enclosed is amended QP No, T77-00122. This OP supersedes the previously OP No, 777-00122.

PTCHTTT-00258 is haraby revoked.

Please be advised that this Tier 2 OF is subject to permit application fees of five hundred dollars (§5C0.00) in accordance with {DAPA
58.01.01.470.

This permit does not release the permittee from compiiance with ail other applicable federal, state, local, or tribal laws, reguiations, or
ordinances. Please pay particular attention to the reporting requirements contained in Paragraph & of the General Provigions section

You, as well as any other entity, may have the right to appeal this final agency action pursuant {o the idaho Department of Health and
Welfare Rules, Title 5, Chapler 3, "Rules Governing Contested Case Proceedings and Declaratory Rulings,” by filing a petition with the
Haarings Coordinator, Department of Heaith and Welfare, Administrative Procedures Section, 45C West State Stree!, Tenth Floor,
Boige, idahe 83720-5480, within thirty-five (35} days of the date of this decision. However, DEQ encourages you 1o contact the Al
Quaiity Permit Program to address any concems you may have with the enciosed permit prior to filing a petition for a contested case.

This permit shall be renewable on the expiration date, provided the Permittee submits any and all information necassary for
the Director to defermine the amount and type of air poliutants emitted from the equipment for which this permit is granted.
Failure 'o submit such infarmation within sixty (80) days after receipt of the Dirgctor's request shall cause the permit to be
vaided. i

The Qirector may require the Permittes to develop a ist of Operation and Maintenarce Procedures which must be aporoved
by DEQ. Such list of procadures shail become a part of this permit by reference, and the Permittee shall adhere to ail of the
operation and maintenance procedures contained therein,

Perfofmang:e lests {l.e.. air ermission source tests) conducted pursuant io testing requiremants in this permit must be
conducted in accordarnce with IDAPA 58.01.01.157. Such testing shall not be conducted on weekends or state holidays
uniess the Permittee obtaing prior DECQ approval.

The Permittes shal submit a proposed test date for each performance test required by this permit to DEQ for approvai at
least fifteen {15) days prior to each raspective test date (including each test date for perodi: tests such as, for axampie,
annal lests). The Permittee shall prormptly notify DEQ of any change in the propoesed test date and shali provide at least
five {g} working days advanced nofice priar to conducting any rescheduled test, unless DEQ approves a shorter notice
period.

Within thirty (30) days of the date on which a performance test required by this permit is concluged, the Permittes shall

submit to DEQ a performance test report for the respactive test. The performance test report shall inciude any and all

grecess ct;:e:g‘azmg data required-lo be recorded duting the test period as well as the test resuils, raw lest data, and associated
acumentation.

The maximum allowabie source operating rate shall be limited to 120% of the average operating rate attained during the most
recent performance test conducted pursuant to this permit. for which a test protocot has been granted prior approvat by
DEQ, which demonstrated compliance with the respective poliutant emission fimit uniess; (1) 2 more restrictive operating imit
s fgecdied gtiswhefe in this perrmit or; (2} at such an aperating rate, emissions would exceed any emission imit{s} set forth
