-Designated Uses
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Canals, flumes, ditches, wasteways, drains, laterals, and/or
associated features, constructed for the purpose of water
conveyance. This may include channels modified for such
purposes prior to November 28, 1975. These waterways
may have uniform and rectangular cross-sections, straight
channels, follow rather than cross topographic contours, be
lined to reduce water loss, and be operated or maintained
to promote water conveyance (58.01.02.010.58)

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e Wherever attainable, an interim goal of water quality

which provides for the protection and propagation of
fish, shellfish, and wildlife and provides for recreation in
and on the water. (101(a)2)

— Existing uses are those uses actually attained

— Designated uses are assighed to waters whether or
not the uses are or have been attained
